ation, de-acicification, cleaning and rz-cizing that is in most cases
necessary, uwe werc able to have the equipmen’s brougsh%t Into Greecce
through tho kindness of another memner of the lLasociation,: :

Thie form of nrot—
ection ig really not adequete as tho tissuc is irmnilo and while ‘the
passage of acids from one document %o another :is prbhibited there is
no real protection from dust ete.

Reference to Jews and Jewish 1ifc in the former Ottoman Empire ( of
whieh Greece was a part for scveral centuries ) arc to be found in
numcrous accounts made by travellers in the 16th and well into the
19th cents. VWhat especially scoms %o have intercsted most of thom
were the coxotic costumes worn by many of the cthnic minoritics in the
Empirc and occasionally onc finds illustrastions of Jows and Jcwesscs
portraycd in thce dress of the period, It is from such material that
our knowledge of thce dovelopment and influcnce of Turkish drcss on
that of the Jeows is derived, Unfortunatecly many of these engraving s
arc today found with no indication of t'c work thet they once illust-
rated. DMany of them arc copics of older cngravings that werc part

of other accounts snd thus a great deal of rescarch is roguired to
tracc many 5f thesc illustrations and %o verify thom, Our collecction
of such material is quitc good and we recently werc able to obtain the
following through funds from the lLssociation,
